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New South Wales Riverina Tour
5 DayS - 4 NightS *$’ ’50 pptS (*min 30 passengers)

Narrandera - Junee - Cootamundra - Griffith -
Temora - Leeton - Coolamon

This 5-day tour travels to the New South Wales Riverina District — one of the most
productive and agriculturally diverse areas of Australia with rice, wheat, cereals, maize,
canola, citrus and wine grapes being some of the main crops. We explore the historic towns
of the region and some of their unique attractions and places of interest.

Day 1 Yea — Rutherglen — NSW Riverina District — Narrandera

We depart your club approx. 8.00am and travel to Yea for morning tea. We then travel into
North-East Victoria to Rutherglen for lunch. This afternoon we travel into the New South
Wales Riverina District to Narrandera — our destination for the next 4 nights. Our
accommodation is at the Gateway Motor Inn & Lazy Lizard Restaurant. Tonight, we enjoy
2-Course dinner served in the motel restaurant.

Day 2 Coolamon — Junee — Historic Railway & Wheat Terminal Town
This morning we travel to Coolamon — district of wheat — chaff and canola — see the main
street lined with many heritage listed buildings. We then travel to Junee — this town became
an important railway head during the 1870’s when the Melbourne to Sydney railway line
passed through the town. Much of Junee’s history relates to the railway and the large wheat
terminals. Our highlights include visits to the following:
e Junee Licorice & Chocolate Factory — located in the old flour mill — enjoy a guided
tour and witness the creation of these organic licorice & chocolate products.
e Classic Car Garage Museum — located next door to the Licorice Factory — see the
unique collection of classic Fords, along with many other classic vehicles
e Lunch in Junee
o Junee Roundhouse Railway Museum — this museum is dedicated to the local railway
history in Junee. It is one of just a few surviving, working, railway roundhouses in the
Southern Hemisphere. Among the exhibits in the roundhouse museum are several
locomotives — steam as well as diesel.
We then leisurely return to Narrandera. Tonight, we enjoy 2-Course dinner served in
the motel restaurant.
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Day 3 Explore Leeton — Whitton & Griffith

Today we visit the towns of Leeton — Whitton and Griffith.

Leeton Town Tour — we visit the town of Leeton — enjoy a charming town known for its
well-preserved art deco buildings. Tastes of Leeton — presentation allows visitors to try
locally grown products and learn how they were produced and packaged in Leeton.

We visit Southern Cotton Gin at Whitton — enjoy a guided tour of the gin process and learn
about the cotton industry and see first-hand how cotton is ginned.

We enjoy Lunch in Griffith.

We visit the Griffith Tourism Hub to learn about this fascinating town; watch a short visual
presentation on Griffith and wander through the interpretive display. A local guide will join
our group for a guided driving tour of the town, giving an insight into Griffith’s history,
recreational & scenic sites, as well as agricultural and manufacturing industries.

We then leisurely return to Narrandera and tonight enjoy dinner served in the motel licensed
restaurant.

Day 4 Explore Temora & Cootamundra

This morning we travel to Temora and visit the Temora Aviation Museum — the museum
showcases one of the world’s finest collections of flying historic aircraft. Established in 1999
the museum houses the RAAF 100 Squadron Temora Flight collection which includes two of
the three flying Spitfires in Australia as well as the only flying Gloster Meteor F.8,
Boomerang and Hudson Bomber in the world, the only Canberra Bomber and the oldest
flying Tiger Moth in Australia. We then travel to Cootamundra for lunch. This afternoon we
visit the Bradman Museum — small cottage in Adams Street is the birthplace of Sir Donald
Bradman. We also visit Captains Walk Park — this walk features 42 bronze sculptures of
Australian test cricket captains. We then return to Narrandera. Tonight, we enjoy dinner
served in the motel licensed restaurant.

Day 5 Culcairn — North-East Victoria — Home

This morning we farewell Narrandera and travel to Culcairn for morning tea. We then
continue via Albury/Wodonga into North-East Victoria. Lunch stop details and comfort stops
to be advised. We arrive back at your club approximately 4.30pm — depending on road &
traffic conditions.
